Welcome you all to HKFISSA.  This newsletter gives you some background information as to how HKFISSA 

has come about, its objectives and vision, who the members are serving on its Executive Committee and what 

activities are normally organized in the year for the common pleasure of its members. 

 

I   How HKFISSA has come about 

Initial Preparation Work. 

 

2.       As far back as in March 2000, an innovative idea erupted among a small group of retired and/or 

ex-Immigration staff suggesting that ñformation of an association of some sortò be considered to embrace on a 

voluntary basis individual retired and/or ex-Immigration staff members, who wish to maintain and promote 

mutual relationships among fellow former colleagues.  Subsequently, this idea was widely supported by those 

concerned thereby leading to the formation in the same year of a preparatory committee with all the ground 

work unearthed and duly completed.  It was initially suggested that perhaps ñthe associationò, if and when 

formed, should operate on the module of a charitable organization, but finally this thought was given up after 

weighing carefully such factors as (a) there were complicated charitable regulations or pre-requisite criteria to 

be met; (b) there appeared to be no precedent cases on record of other similar staff associations registered 

likewise; and (c) that associations for the same matter existing in other forms were seen to be able to do well in 

serving their membersô interest no less effectively. 

 

The First Preparatory Committee 

 

3.       The first meeting of the First Preparatory Committee was held in July 2004 with Mr Pang Kue-chuen 

Patrick as the convenor.  Other members who were present in that meeting included the following, namely :

Registration of HKFISSA 

4.   After thorough consideration, the Preparatory Committee decided to have óthe associationô registered 

under the Companies Ordinance as a limited entity instead of under the Society Ordinance, in order to ensure 

that all members would not be held financially liable to a ceiling exceeding HK$10.  On this basis, the 

association was eventually registered and officially known as ñThe Hong Kong Former Immigration Service 

Staff Associationò (HKFISSA). 

 

II.  FISSA Objectives 

 

5.   The primary objectives of FISSA are to promote the welfare and well being of members; to strengthen 

communication and to enhance mutual help among members; to organize various recreational and/or cultural 

activities for the enjoyment of members; and to liaise with other staff associations of the Immigration 

Department; and to support them in all matters that are relevant to the interests of immigration staff, past and 

present.

I.  Pension Payment Issues 

 

1.           It was widely reported in the press on 23rd and 24th of May 2005 that pension remunerations 

for retired civil servants had been paid out in excess in the region of over $10 billion, because all along the 

current practice has it that pension payments are increased on inflation but never reduced on deflation. 

 

2.           In the press release, it was also indicated that although this year serving civil servants were 

subjected to a pay cut for the second time, pension payments for over 70,000 retired civil servants were not 

reduced over the last five years despite repeated deflations registered. 

 

3.           Concurrently, it is learned that the Civil Service Bureau (CSB) is about to submit a proposal to 

the Executive Council to increase pension payment by 0.47% across the board, taking effect retrospectively 

from 1 April this year in order to take account of the inflation over the previous year. 

 

4.           According to the press report, the proposal in paragraph 3 above as well as the existing pension 

policy was severely criticized by the Hong Kong Human Resources Management Association (HRMA) as one 

being long outdated introduced at a time of blooming economy, which however had since retarded until recently.  

It was therefore about time, the HRMA suggested, for the Government to take it up with both serving and 

retired civil servants over the feasibility of introducing a reshuffled plan to replace the existing pension system, 

which was considered very expensive and barely reflective of neither the individual performances prior to 

retirement nor the overall economic viability of both Government and the community.  One possible option 

was, as suggested, to allow the existing pension adjustment mechanism to carry on further for a number of 

years before abolishment. 

 

5.           Although so far Government is not seen to have reacted officially to such press reports and 

comments, it is feared that any amendment to the existing pension law would have bearing on our membersô 

monthly take-home pension.  For this reason, FISSA has lost no time in taking steps to liaise and discuss with 

other fellow retired civil servants associations about this matter and at the same time gather all relevant data to 

prepare to react promptly to any future proposals that might do pensioners injustice at the expense of their 

legitimate pension and/or other fringe benefits. 

 

6.           In response to a verbal question from a Council Member at the Legislative Council Meeting on 

8 June 2005 as to whether the Government would consider taking steps to review the existing pension system 

and amend the relevant laws in order to put in place a pension adjustment mechanism which would allow an 

increase on inflation and a reduction on deflation, the Financial Secretary replied accordingly, ñSince 1993, it is 

stipulated in the law that the existing provisions and mechanism which govern the increase of pension/death 

gratuity payments [that is, the percentage increase in any given fiscal year is based on the year-on % increase of 

the average monthly Consumer Price Index (for Category A commodities) over that of the preceding year] 



would remain unchanged and that the Government has no intention whatsoever to review or alter the existing 

law or arrangements on pension increase.ò  With this clarification, the matter is to be laid at rest sine die. 

 

II.  Rebate of Fees for medicines, consultation and related medical equipments/services 

 

7.           In the event that public hospitals or clinics operating under the auspices of the Hospital 

Authority (HA) are unable to provide medicines, equipments or medical services prescribed by duty medical 

officers, civil servant patients (including retirees) and other eligible personalities may apply for a rebate of the 

expenses incurred in the acquirement of such medicines, equipments or services. 

 

8.           Applications for rebate of expenses in paragraph 7 above must contain all detailed data relevant 

to the treatment plus (a) a written certification from the HAôs duty medical officer; (b) expenses certification (ie 

bills and receipts); and (c) eligibility certification ( ie TRY 447).  With regard to purchase of medical 

equipments, rebate would, on production of the necessary documentations, cover only expenses for the very 

basic type of models unless otherwise prescribed by the HAôs duty medical officer.  All applications may be 

addressed to the Director of Health (Attention: Senior Accounting Officer of the Financial Section, HQ) at No. 

213, Queenôs Road East, Wu Chung Building, 17/F, Wan Chai, Hong Kong.  Application forms may be 

obtainable by downloading from the óretired civil servants columnô at http://www.csb.gov.hk/.  Enquiries may 

be directed to the aforesaid mailing address or telephone 2961 8612. 

 

9.           On the other hand, the CSB has recently undertaken a review of the rebate system as prescribed 

in paragraph 7 above and is now consulting the Civil Servants Medical and Dental Treatment Standing 

Committee on preliminary recommendations (PR).  As the review might have a significant impact on the 

existing rebate system, FISSA has been in close contact with the Hong Kong Former Senior Civil Servants 

Association, the Hong Kong Retired Civil Servants Welfare Association and other related staff associations to 

garner their views and comments for onward transmission to the CSB for due consideration. 

 

10.       In his reply letter to the Hong Kong Retired Civil Servants Welfare Association, the Secretary for 

Civil Service had stressed that the existing rebate arrangement as prescribed in 7 above would continue to apply.  

The preliminary recommendations resulting from the CSBôs review were not meant to cut expenses but merely 

to ensure that the rebate funds were to be put to optimum use for the benefit of all civil servants and other 

personalities who were eligible.

investing a portion of our donations to bring about some profits to offset recurrent expenses.

13.    FISSA wishes to take this opportunity of thanking once again Mr Choy Hui-hong for letting FISSA 

operate its office in a property unit in SSP district.  Refurbishment of the unit is in progress and the expenses 

incurred together with other expenditure items for computer and office equipment etc would be met from a 

generous donation of $50,000 also from Mr Choy.

I.  Rebate of Fees for medicines, consultation and related medical equipment/services 

 

1.         In the event public hospitals or clinics operating under the auspices of the Hospital Authority (HA) 

are unable to provide medicines, equipment or medical services prescribed by duty medical officers, civil 

servant patients (including retirees) and other eligible personalities may apply for a rebate of the expenses 

incurred in the acquirement of such medicines, equipment or services.  It was reported in the last newsletter 

that the Civil Service Bureau (CSB), having conducted a review on the rebate system, is consulting the civil 

servants on its preliminary recommendations. 

 

2.         HKFISSA has, in June, dispatched a representative to attend the 2nd Quarterly Seminar chaired by 

the Hong Kong Retired Civil Servants Welfare Association.  Most up-to-date information revealed that the 

CSB has, in its reply to all retiree associations, reaffirmed that there is no change to the existing rebate policy as 

described above. 

 

3.          Without repeating the procedures for applying for rebate (which has been detailed in the last 

newsletter), the personal experience of a member indicated that the procedures are cumbersome.  It is vital for 

the applicant to ensure that the duty medical officer has certified in writing the absolute need of the relevant 

medicines, equipment or medical services, otherwise rebate may have to be delayed to the next consultation.  

Members are hereby put on notice that in case they encounter difficulties in securing such reimbursement, they 

are welcome to contact us for assistance. 

 

II.  Use of Government Holiday Bungalows 

 

4.          Since 1 March 1995, the use of government holiday bungalows at Cheung Sha of Lantau and Tai 

Mei Tuk of Tai Po has been extended to pensioners on weekdays, except public holidays. 

 

5.          Application for such facilities is operated through the telephone on a first-come first-served basis.  

Applicants should call the CSB Quartering Office on 3185 3119 for advance booking (acceptance of booking 

will start from the 20th day of the month preceding the intended renting date, e.g. if you intend to rent a 

bungalow in August, booking by telephone will start on 20 July). 

 

6.          In general, renting of those facilities should not exceed 3 consecutive days on any one occasion, 

and each applicant may make application once a month.  Daily rental amounts to $155 per day for each 

bungalow.  Successful applicants should complete and return the relevant application form to the said Office.

I.  Rebate of Fees for medicines, consultation and related medical equipment/services 

1.     We previously reported that the Civil Service Bureau (CSB) had conducted a review on the rebate 

system for expenses incurred by civil servants and retirees etc in the acquirement of medicines, equipment or 

services in the event public hospitals or clinics operating under the auspices of the Hospital Authority (HA) are 

unable to provide such medicines, equipment or medical services prescribed by duty medical officers.  On 22 

September, HKFISSA received a letter from S for CS to inform us of the latest development. 

 

2.     The letter stated that the staff side of the Standing Committee on Medical and Dental Facilities for Civil 

Servants had been consulted in respect of CSBôs preliminary proposals.  Having considered the staff feedback 

on the proposals, CSB have revised certain reimbursement arrangements and would brief the staff side at the 

next meeting of the said forum. 

 

3.     Copies of CSBôs letter and Annexes (10 pages in all) are uploaded on the ñNewslettersò webpage of the 

HKFISSA Website.  If members require paper copies, please let us know by post or by fax. 

 

4.     Though CSB has reiterated that the revised arrangements are not intended for saving costs, but for 

improving the administrative arrangements for medical reimbursement and rationalizing the reimbursement 

arrangements so as to maximize the available funding, the fact remains that there are exemplary complaints as 

follows : 

 

(a)         free medicines provided in the past are not provided now and patients have to buy them from 

outside the hospital; 

(b)         if a doctor replaces a certain medicine (which was provided free of charge in the past) with 

another (though not requested by the patient), the patient has to buy it from outside the hospital; 

(c)         medicines which patients bought from outside the hospital and secured subsequent 

reimbursement in the past are not eligible for reimbursement now if they are not specified as óessentialô by 

doctors; 

(d)         medicines for minimizing side effects are not classified as óessentialô now and patients have to 

buy them from outside and not eligible for reimbursement. 

 

5.     The above examples raise queries that the Government, as an employer, should provide the best care 

and treatment free of charge to serving or retired staff (and their families) who suffer from ill health irrespective 

of the seriousness. 

 

6.     HKFISSA will continue to dispatch a representative to attend the next Quarterly Seminar chaired by the 

Hong Kong Retired Civil Servants Welfare Association in November 2005.  Our aim is to lodge collective 

views on the subject matter to CSB in an attempt to pressing the Government to fully assume its contractual and 

moral obligation as well as to minimize the patientsô inconvenience.

Activities 

10 newsletters were sent to all members in the past twelve months to provide them with information on the 

activities and work of the Association.  The First Annual General Meeting and Dinner was held on 23 

February 2006 with 168 guests and members participating. 



The Association had also arranged eight hikings, a visit to Immigration Service Institute of Training and 

Development, a Talk on Insurance Policies, a tour to Cong Hua, China in the past year.  Civil Service Bureau 

arranged annually a subsidized local tour for all retired Government Servant Associations and upon recognition 

of our Association by the Civil Service Bureau, our members were invited to join the function. 

The arrangement of badminton practice sessions at the Disciplinary Services Sports and Recreation Centre on 

every Tuesday and Friday morning continues.  From time to time, ex-colleagues make good use of the lunch 

gathering at the Chinese Restaurant in DSSRC on Tuesdays to meet the old pals and have a good chat with 

them.
